We have no homeless in Elgin, was the
incredulous comment by an area resident. In
reply, | tried fo politely explain that wasn't quite
frue, but he could get that impression because
of the effective collaboration of organizations
like The Wayside Center and PADS of Elgin.
Together, Wayside Center and PADS are like
two sides of a coin. While many of the guests
and services intersect, the 360 degree care
provides affenfion not only fo physical needs,
but also psycho/social and spiritual ones as
well. In short, Wayside is Day and PADS is
Night.

PADS of Elgin dates back to 1989 and was
infended as a safe haven for homeless men,
women, and children during the evening
hours. Originally established by three local
clergymen, the shelter provided sleeping space
in church buildings during the cold winter
months.

Several years later, The Wayside Center was
founded to minister to the same population, but
during the daytime hours. With an ultimate
focus upon spiritual needs, particularly a
growing personal relationship with Jesus Christ,
Wayside would offer counterpart services like
meals, hot showers, laundry facilities,
counseling, and job fraining during the day.
While PADS would move from church to

church, Wayside had a storefront downtown.
Still, the homeless of the community spent much
of their time on the move.

In 2007 however, it all changed when day
and night came together under one roof.
Moving to an industrial park near Elgin
Community College, the two organizations
located in connected and adjacent spaces in
the same building. With over 12,000 square
feet combined, the guests were provided
greater occupational and educational
opportunities.

While the distinction is basically day services
[Wayside) and night services [PADS), both
organizations benefit from the shared showers,
laundry facilities, eafing area, and offices.
Without collaboration, each organization
would probably need 30% larger facilities,
thus incurring significantly more expenses. The
guests also benefit from a centralized location,
with less confusion and fransportation needs.
To many, it may not look like there are any
homeless in Elgin. It is not hard to imagine,
however, how much differently things would
appear if it were not for the cooperation and

collaboration of organizations like PADS and

The Wayside Center.

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MASTER'S TOUCH
COLLABORATION - A HEALTHY ALLIANCE

The Master's Touch Ministry is a comprehensive residential program for men whose lives are
broken.  While our primary focus is spiritual—a Bible-based, Christcentered solution to the crisis

in which our residents find themselves as the result of drugs, alcohol, or some other destructive
behavior pattern—we also meet the primary physical needs of our men—food, clothing, and
shelter. Ve also provide assistance fo our residents seeking medical services through our
collaboration with Aunt Martha's Health Center.

In June of 2004, Aunt Martha’s was one of only five organizations in the country fo receive
federal funding to open a new health center for the huring and needy. Later that year, their
Mobile Health Team began providing services to Master's Touch residents, at no cost. For the
past seven years, Aunt Martha's team [comprising a Medical Doctor, Nurse Practitioner, Nurse,
and Medical Technician) has arrived at Wayside on Wednesday at 5:45 pm. For the next 90
minutes or so, they see all of the Master’s Touch residents who had signed-up for an appointment.

The Aunt Martha's team:

B examines the men, [who typically number between 6 and 12 per week)
B provides medical diagnoses

B prescribes medication, and/or

B schedules follow-up appointments

In addition to the on-site appointments on Wednesday evenings, Aunt Martha's also coordinates
offsite Dental and Eye Care exams for our residents. Further, they provide medical pre-screening
for our residents” “work readiness” profiles, including TB tests.

We thank God for His provision of Aunt Martha's services. VWhat a blessing they are to our
ministry!

AT WAYSIDE CROSS MINISTRIES

Prayer is so important at Wayside Cross
Ministries that it is an organized part of the
workday. Most staff members at Wayside are
part of a prayer group that meets weekly to
share prayer concerns and requests.

All were heartfelt and all received our
attention. James prayed for the requests as
they came in and shared them with the prayer
groups, who dlso prayed for the request. A
card from the group that prayed has been
mailed to those making the request, except in
those instances when there was no return
address.

The requests are becoming infrequent now but
we received a card from a woman stating that
her son is now sober and thanking us for the
prayers. The praise goes to God. Our prayer
groups are continuing to pray for individual
donors by name each week.
